Protecting Yourself from Harm in the Snow

In order to keep yourself safe during the snowy season, keep the following points in mind:

@ Pay attention to weather reports. When heavy snow is predicted, stock up on items essential to your day-to-day life,
and avoid going outside.
If you sense an imminent avalanche, snow slide, or anything of the like, take cover quickly.

@ When there is continual snowfall, remove the snow from your roof as soon as possible. When removing snow from
roofs, do so together in a group with other people in your area.
To prevent falling or being injured, check that everyone has a rope lifeline, wears a helmet, has equipment to
prevent slipping, and that ladders are tightly secured.
If a snowblower gets jammed with snow, turn off the engine and remove the snow blockage.

@ When going outside, wear shoes which prevent slipping, and try to keep both of your hands free.

@ Put studless winter tires on your car. Always remove snow from your vehicle, and make sure you have an
unobstructed view of the road when driving.
