Disaster 

 

When a wind or water-related disaster or landslide 

occurs or is likely to occur, municipalities will issue 

evacuation information according to the warning 

level. This is important, life-saving information, so be 

sure to understand the content and the differences 

between different types of warnings, and evacuate 

early. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Points to remember when evacuating 

・Confirm evacuation routes and the location of evacuation 

sites in advance, and choose to evacuate early. 

・Avoid dangerous areas such as near rivers when 

evacuating.
